Dear Friends, 
  
As many of you may have read in Cath News Project 
Compassion 2010 has raised nearly $9.4 million the best 
result ever in the history of the campaign. It is with 
gratitude that I recognise the parishes, schools, 
community groups and individual donors for your most 
generous response to PC this year. Considering all the 
calls that are made upon each of you including the 
appeals that Caritas Australia had for the earthquake 
affected countries of Haiti and Chile earlier this year this 
has been a wonderful result.  
  
I am not sure of the final amount received from the 
members of the Archdiocese of Melbourne as I am in Peru 
however I know that before I left Melbourne the tally was 
around $1.1 million. 
  
Over the last two weeks I have met with representatives 
of the ten non-government organizations with whom 
Caritas Australia has project partnerships in the region of 
Latin America. Our partner reprentatives came from 
Bolivia, Brazil, El Salvador and Peru to reflect on "Como 
Contribuimos A Cambiar Nuestro Mundo?" (How Are We 
Contributing to Changing Our World?). It was a time to 
review the projects, identify the impact they are having in 
improving the life of their communities and to plan our 
strategies and work plans for the coming years to 
eradicate the effects of extreme poverty and to enable 
people in the region to live with renewed hope and 
dignity. 
During the meeting I had the opportunity to explain how 
Caritas Australia receives its funds and how important is 

the support of Project Compassion which enables us on 
your behalf to reach some of the poorest communities in 
35 countries throughout the world. 
  
Today I had the privilege of visiting the communities of 
Cerro Candela and 3 de Mayo on the outskirts of 
Lima. The Sisters of Mercy, North Sydney have worked 
with these two communities for 14 years to improve 
access to health for the 27,000 residents of this zone. It 
is an area which in many parts has only recently had 
access to electricity and more than half of this number 
depend on water to being trucked in on a daily or 
weekly basis. Caritas Australia is supporting the training 
of health promoters for the community, funding a 
program for children between the age of 6 months and 
five years who are in high risk category of malnutrition 
and also providing workshops for parents on a variety of 
topics related to health and hygiene. 
  
The overwhelming response from those who attended 
the partner's meeting and today's meeting was to send 
their thanks to the people of Australia for their solidarity 
through the support of Project Compassion and other 
appeals.  
  
Together on both sides of the Pacific and even to the 
Atlantic we are creating a Blueprint for a Better World.
