Will 1 be saved?

As Jesus journeys south to Jerusalem, hear the urgency
of the question put to him as he preaches about the
reign of God: “How many will get in?” In other words,
“What about me, will I be saved?” Jesus does not give a
direct number. Not for him are those religions that
promise Salvation to a predetermined finite number.
God’s hospitality is expansive and yet the caution is
given that the opportunity to respond to God’s
invitation is not going to be available forever. Like the
person who shuts down for the night, there will come a
time when the invitation expires.

Have you ever had the experience of issuing an
invitation and getting the reply, “Can I let you know
later?” In other words, I am interested if nothing better
comes along. The reign of God asks more than such a
half-hearted response. It calls for a clear commitment,
“Yes” or “No”. In Jesus” presence, God is inviting all to
participate in God’s desire for a world of wholeness,
justice and peace. The offer is being made and it is
modeled in Jesus’ life-style. Now is the time to make
the choice and don’t think that you can put this off till
later.

While the initial question asks, “Will I be saved?”
which places the responsibility for Salvation on Jesus,
his reply turns this question back on each individual.
Do you want to be?
If so, there are things you need to do about it? The
choice is left to each person not to Jesus. It is as if Jesus
is saying to us,
